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2017 TMDL Work Plan 
Goal: Ensure the Chesapeake Bay pollution limits, corresponding state clean water blueprints and all other applicable requirements of the Clean Water Act and its state counterparts are effectively implemented so as to return clean water to the Chesapeake Bay watershed
Objective: Work to ensure that any nutrient credit trading programs will meet pollution limits and protect local water quality.
· Review and comment on state policies and regulations, credit proposals, and NPDES permits using credits to ensure they are consistent with the Clean Water Act, EPA’s technical memoranda, and the Coalition’s trading principles.

· Comment on EPA’s technical memoranda on nutrient trading to ensure they are strong and meet the Coalition’s trading principles.
Objective: Champion accountability, transparency and adaptive management as the 2017 interim and 2025 final pollution reduction deadlines approach.
· Ensure pollution removal efficiencies for key best management practices are grounded in strong science with appropriate documentation.

· Track opportunities at the Chesapeake Bay Program and state level to increase accountability and transparency and engage on strategic issues, such as the development of the states’ BMP verification programs.

Objective:  Watchdog Chesapeake Bay Program processes to ensure progress towards the 2017 and 2025 water quality goals.
· Participate in development of Phase III Watershed Implementation Plans.

· Strategically engage in Chesapeake Bay Program work groups.

· Share information about Chesapeake Bay Watershed Agreement work groups and opportunities to influence that work.
Objective:  Address pollution and communication issues related to the Conowingo Dam.
· Provide communications support to Coalition members to combat those seeking to use Conowingo as an excuse to not address local pollution.

· Support Coalition members working on the FERC relicensing.

· Mobilize the Coalition to support Maryland addressing pollution issues in the 401 water quality certification.
